e Improved crop Production technology of field crops, vegetable crops and fruit crops suitable for
temperate regions viz. millets, cereals, pulses, Medicinal plants, spices and condiments, traditional fruits
and vegetables grown wildly in forest of hills.

e Role of government and non-governmental bodies for upliftment of farmers in hills, Research and
extension programmes for enhancing farm returns.
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
